BUMPER CARS

To introduce the basic concepts of the game in-a fun-and positive learning énvironment
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VARIATIONS AND PROGRESSIONS

Set up a 20x20 playing area or adapt to suit
the number of players.

Players and coach have a ball each and
dribble around the area.

Players try to bump their balls into the
coach’s ball.

Each bump on the coach’s ball means his
bumper car is getting damaged.

After an amount of time, the coach’s
bumper car breaks down and the players
win.

Each practice can be varied to adapt to the needs of players. Simple changes can increase or decrease the challenge. Examples
such as changing the rules, the size of the area, overloading the advantage of one team, varying the focus, or setting team
challenges will keep players motivated and all attribute to good coaching methodology.
